PARADE ROUTE 

Lineup will begin on Sharon 

Road. The parade will begin on 

the corner of Sharon and Reading 

Road (VFW Hall). You will 

travel down Main Street. Take 

Main Street to the intersection of 

Main Street, Reading Road, and 

Cornell Road. Turn LEFT onto 

Reading Road (beginning the 

second half of the loop). The 

parade will end close to depot 

square. Some floats will be 

directed to public parking near 

depot square and others will be 

directed to the VFW Hall.
