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I’ve Seen and Heard Coyotes More Frequently Lately. What Is Going On?

Coyotes are typically more visible from February - April when it is their breeding/pup-
rearing season. Natural coyote behavior is to avoid humans and be as inconspicuous as 
possible. Although they can be active at any time, in urban/suburban environments they 
tend to be more nocturnal.

Most of the time howling is literally saying ‘here we are’. Often, a neighboring family group/
pack will answer with their own howls ‘we’re over here, this is our territory.’ Although 
coyotes do live in small social pack groups, they hunt individually or the mated alpha male 
& female may hunt as a pair. Unlike wolf packs, coyotes don’t have co-operative hunting 
strategies.

One urban coyote behavior expert has found that first responder sirens (police/fire/paramedic) have the same pitch as coyote howls and just as 
with domestic dogs, these sirens can cause a pack to respond to announce their presence to the ‘really loud coyote next door’.

Here are a few tips on how we can help to keep coyotes wild:
•	 Remove any uneaten pet food from yards or porches. Like all wild animals, coyotes are opportunistic 

feeders and a meal they don’t have to chase can be a temptation. 
•	 Make sure garbage cans have secure, tight-fitting lids.
•	 Fences do make a difference. Coyotes follow the path of least resistance. Remember to keep the 

gate closed.
•	 Keep small pets indoors at night and supervise them if they are not in a fenced yard when let out. 

Motion detector outside/porch lights are a great deterrent as well.
•	 Even in extreme urban environments coyotes tend to stick to their preferred wild foods and don’t 

routinely go after garbage or pets.

In Italy, Connor represented the 
United States in freestyle aerial ski jumping. He qualified for the finals in the individual men’s freestyle aerials with a personal best 
score (ultimately finishing in 12th place). The next day, he won a Gold Medal with team members Chris Lillis and Kaila Kuhn in the 

mixed team aerial event. I know that many Sharonville televisions were tuned in at 4:30 in 
the morning watching our hometown Olympian compete for the Gold.

Connor’s achievement did not happen overnight. He has been training and preparing for 
this moment since being captivated by watching athletes train during a family vacation at 
seven years of age. It has taken dedication, sacrifice and perseverance to reach this pinnacle 
of achievement at such a young age. He is indeed an example that we can all aspire to 
in making choices and decisions for our own lives and our community. Great things can 
happen when we focus, train, and prepare! Congratulations Connor on being such an 
inspiration to all in your hometown – the PLACE to LIVE, WORK, and PLAY – and now, native 
home of OLYMPIC GOLD MEDALIST CONNOR CURRAN!

How Do I Pay My Tax?
Periodic invoices are sent for all tax balances. If you have questions 
regarding any balance due, please call, we are happy to help.

•	 Check or money order payments should be made payable to “City 
of Sharonville Tax”. They may be mailed or placed in our secure 
drop box, located to the left of our front door.

•	 Payments by check, money order, cash, or credit card are 
accepted at the tax office. A fee is charged by the processing 
company for debit or credit card payments.

•	 Payments may also be made through ACI Payments, Inc either 
online at www.sharonville.org or by phone at 1-800-487-4567. ACI 
Payments does charge a nominal fee for this service which may 
be calculated using the fee calculator available.

•	 If your balance has been sent to the Ohio Attorney General 
all payments must be paid directly to them at P.O. Box 89471, 
Cleveland OH, 44101. If you have questions, you can contact 
them at 1-888-871-8838 or visit their web site at www.
ohioattorneygeneral.gov.

How Can I Get an Extension?   
If you have received a federal extension to file, you automatically 
can have an extension with the City of Sharonville until October 15, 
2026. A copy of the extension must accompany the filed tax return to 
avoid penalties. If you do not apply for a federal extension you may 
request an extension in writing with our office by April 15, 2026. Please 
remember that an extension to file does not give you an extension to 
pay your taxes, so be sure to make all payments by April 15th.

Individual Returns: On or before April 15, 2026

Filing Due Dates for Businesses
Net Profit Business Returns: On or before April 15, 2026 or the 
15th day of the 4th month following the end of the fiscal year.

Withholding Reconciliations: On or before February 28, 2025.

Automatic One Month Extension:
Business entities receiving a 6-month federal extension now 
receive an automatic additional one-month extension for their 
municipal income tax returns.  This does not apply to individuals 
who include business income on their individual Federal 1040 
tax return.

Do I Need to File a Tax Return? 
Yes, if any of the following apply:
•	 You are a resident of Sharonville 18 years old or older, regardless 

of your income level or whether you own or rent your residence.
•	 If you are under 18 you are no longer required to file a municipal 

tax return, however; you can file with us and receive a refund of 
any Sharonville tax withheld.  Please provide documentation of 
your age.

•	 You are a non-resident who works within the City of Sharonville 
and your income is not fully withheld by an employer.

•	 You are engaged in a business within the City of Sharonville and 
have sales, perform services or own rental property, whether or 
not tax is due. 

•	 Your business is located within or doing business within the City 
of Sharonville.

Why Do I Have to Include My Federal 1040 Form?
All cities in the State of Ohio require a copy of your federal 1040 form 
to be included with your local tax return. This helps us assure we have 
all the necessary paperwork and are taxing & giving credits for the 
correct amounts.

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What Income is Taxable?
•	 Qualifying wages are defined by the IRS tax code section 3121(a). 

It includes many different types of income, including but not 
limited to wages, sick pay, vacation pay, commissions, severance 
pay, settlements, bonuses, fringe benefits, short-term disability 
pay, stock options and deferred compensation.  It is usually found 
in Box 5 (Medicare wages) on your W-2, however there are some 
exceptions.

•	 Other income (generally listed on line 8 of your Federal 1040 
Schedule 1) such as gambling winnings, HSA and scholarship 
distributions, director’s fees, jury duty income and prize winnings.

•	 The net of all profit and losses from profession and/or business 
operations.

•	 Please make an appointment for Sharonville tax return 
preparation in our office at:  

•	 We recommend you file early, as the number of people seeking 
assistance increases dramatically as the tax filing deadline 
approaches.

•	 If you have multiple years to file, call to make an appointment.

Why Do I Have to Pay Estimate Payments?
All federal, state, and local taxes are due during the year that income 
is earned. Most companies withhold federal and state taxes from your 
paychecks, but they may not withhold local income taxes, or may 
withhold less tax than our 1.5% rate. If a taxpayer reasonably expects 
to owe $200 or more due to not having at least 1.5% local tax withheld 
they need to make estimate payments or may be charged penalties.

If you owe less than $200, but still wish to make estimated payments 
please note this on your tax return.  

Second quarter estimate payments are due by June 15, 2026.  For your 
convenience a coupon was sent with your 2025 tax return. Invoices 
will be sent for the 3rd and 4th quarter payments which are due on 
September 15, 2026 and January 15, 2027.

Property Taxes
The collections of property taxes (whether it is for residential property 
or business property) are the responsibility of Hamilton County or 
Butler County. The City of Sharonville does not receive property 
tax dollars from city residents or businesses and is proud that a 
municipal property tax has not been levied in over 30 years. For 
further information on the collection and payment of property taxes, 
please contact either the Hamilton County Auditor’s office at (513) 
946-4000 or the Butler County Auditor’s office at (513) 887-3154. Links 
to these offices are available on the Sharonville website.

School District Tax
The City of Sharonville is within the Princeton City School District.  The 
code for state income tax form purposes is 3116.

Most Commonly Made Errors
•	 Not attaching the required forms – W-2(s), Federal 1040 & 

Schedule 1:
In addition to your Federal 1040 we need your W-2(s) and if you 
file a Schedule 1, we will need a copy of it as well as any included 
additional schedules (C, E, F and/or 4797) and W-2Gs.  This will clarify 
the income reported on the Schedule 1 and eliminate unnecessary 
correspondence.
•	 Net Operating Losses:  
Businesses, including individuals filing Schedules C, E, and/or F, may 
only use 100% of any losses carried forward from 2019 through 2023.
•	 Too Much Credit for Other Municipalities:
Credit for taxes withheld or paid to another municipality is available 
to residents. It is limited to 1.5% of the amount of W-2 wages taxed to 
another municipality, and no amounts exceeding the 1.5% limit will 
be credited toward additional taxable income. Credits for taxes paid 
for business income are also limited to 1.5% and are pro-rated based 
on percentage of total business income. Documentation is required 
for any credit. We added Worksheet A on the back of your Sharonville 
income tax return to help you calculate this credit. There are no credits 
given for county, mental health, or school taxes paid.

The tax deadline is Wednesday, April 15th.

•	 Do NOT blow grass clippings or leaves into the street as these 
waste materials clog storm drains.

Golden View Acres
Golden View Acres is a 52-unit Senior Retirement Village located on 
Greensfelder Lane off Thornview Drive. To be eligible for tenancy, 
a person must be at least 57 years of age and a current Sharonville 
resident for at least one year; or be a parent, grandparent, brother or 
sister of a current Sharonville resident who has resided in the City for 
one year.

Golden View Acres has both first and second floor units and one and 
two bedroom apartments. Each apartment has an equipped kitchen 
with stove and refrigerator, gas heat, hot water, and air conditioning. 
Tenants pay their own utilities except water. There are coin operated 
laundry facilities in each of the three buildings. The complex is a 
“Smoke Free” facility. After signing a lease agreement, THE RENT IS NOT 
RAISED unless an additional tenant occupies the same apartment or 
the current tenant moves to another apartment in the complex. At 
that time, a new rental agreement is then drawn up at the current rate. 
	
To be placed on a WAITING LIST to rent an apartment, a written 
application must be made and a $50 fee deposited. This fee is 
refundable when you rent an apartment or request in writing to be 
taken off the Waiting List.

High Grass and Weeds: A Seasonal Reminder

One of the most common seasonal concerns involves grass that’s 
been left too long. Whether it’s a vacant home, a busy homeowner 
who falls behind, or a business property waiting for routine 
maintenance, tall grass can quickly become more than just an 
eyesore.
When Does Grass Become a Problem?
As stated by City of Sharonville Codified Ordinance Section 
521.13, grass taller than eight (8) inches is considered a nuisance 
and must be cut. The Department of Community Development tracks 
and investigates all complaints related to high grass and weeds on 
private property.
Here’s how the process typically works:
A neighbor notices grass that’s grown well past ankle height. They 
contact the city. An inspection follows. If the concern is confirmed, 
the property owner receives a notice explaining the violation and 
outlining next steps.
What Happens Next?
Once a notice is issued, property owners have seven (7) days from 
the post date to mow the grass and bring the property back into 
compliance. In many cases, that’s all it takes! A quick cut, and the 
issue is resolved.
However, if the grass remains untouched after that window, the City’s 
Public Works Department will step in and take care of the mowing. 
While this ensures the neighborhood stays safe and well-maintained, 
it does come at a cost.
The minimum charge for city-performed mowing is $250, and the 
total can increase depending on the size of the property and how tall 
or dense the grass has become. These costs are billed directly to the 
property owner. If they go unpaid, the amount may be placed on the 
Official Tax Duplicate as a lien against the property.
A Note for Repeat Offenders
Some properties struggle with repeated overgrowth throughout the 
season. To keep the process efficient, the City issues only one notice 
per calendar year for high grass and weed violations at a given 
property. Any additional violations after that first notice will be sent 
directly to Public Works for mowing without another warning.
See Something? Say Something.
Residents play an important role in keeping Sharonville clean and 
welcoming. When reporting a potential high grass or weed issue, 
please provide the property address whenever possible. Even if the 
problem isn’t visible from the street, such as grass in a rear yard or 
behind a privacy fence, additional details are especially helpful.
A little information goes a long way in helping the city respond 
quickly and accurately.

Sharonville’s Home Improvement Program

The City of Sharonville has partnered with People Working 
Cooperatively (PWC) to implement the Home Improvement Program 
for exterior home repairs. PWC has over 49 years of construction 
experience and provides over 9,000 services every year throughout 
the Greater Cincinnati area. 

The Sharonville Home Improvement Program is designed to assist 
qualifying homeowners with exterior home repairs. The repairs include 
but are not limited to exterior walls (repair of holes, breaks, loose or 
rotting materials and maintained weatherproofing including painting), 
roofs and roof drainage (gutters and downspouts), roof flashing, roof 
overhang extensions, walking surfaces of stairways, porches, decks, (all 
of which provide principle access to the dwelling unit), handrails, ADA 
ramps, exterior doors, door frames, windows, and window frames.

Who Qualifies?
In order to qualify for the City of Sharonville Home Improvement 
program you must apply directly to PWC. The General Program 
Guidelines are as follows:
•	 Must be a resident homeowner of the City of Sharonville
•	 Resident homeowner must meet income guidelines (see chart 

below)
•	 Owner occupied structure
•	 Structure must be primary residence
•	 City funding is limited to $2,500, unless City allows an exception
•	 City funding is limited to exterior repairs only (see above)

Our goal in this policy is to accomodate our members as best as we can, 
without creating a potentially unsafe or unfair usage of the facility. 
•	 Members age 10 & over may enter the Community Center or
